Tampers
To reduce the chance of sabotage, the RF940U has a

cover tamper and an optional wall tamper. The cover
tamper, which cannot be bypassed, sends a tamper
signal to the control pin on the main circuit board
when the detector's front cover is removed. When the
cover is replaced, the state of the control pin is
restored to normal.

Walk Test Mode

A red light-emitting diode (LED) that is only active
during Walk Test Mode helps the user determine the
detection area. Remove and replace the front cover to
put the RF940U into Walk Test Mode for 90 sec. If
activity is detected during the 90 sec Walk Test period,
the timer is automatically reset for an additional

90 sec. If no activity is detected, the LED flashes
during the final 10 sec of the Walk Test period. At the
end of the 90 sec period, if no activity has been
detected, the Walk Test Mode ends and the LED turns
off.
