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DICENTIS Discussion devices operation
The DISCENTIS Discussion devices can be used in three different modes:
– Single-use operation
– Chairperson operation
– Dual-use operation
The LED-bar indications on the devices behave according to the mode selected.

Single-use operation
Switch on the microphone:
Push your microphone request button to switch on the microphone.
– If the white icon in the microphone request button is lit, the LED-bar above your

microphone request button will immediately turn red, and you can speak.
– If the LED-bar above your microphone request button is green, your request-to-speak is

accepted. You cannot speak until the LED-bar above your microphone request button
turns red.
